● Federal program funded to provide all children 

significant opportunities to receive a fair, 
equitable, and high-quality education, and to 
close educational achievement gaps

● Elementary and Secondary Education Act 
(ESEA), as amended in 2015 as the Every 
Student Succeeds Act (ESSA)
